Beatings from Samira’s teacher left 
the tendons in her fingers ravaged 
and her fine motor abilities de-
stroyed. Samira waves her hands in 
the air as if to shake something off 
when she talks about the ten lash-
ings that her teacher often inflicted. 
“The tenth is always the worst, 
because the teacher hits the hard-
est of all.” 

Michael’s least favorite subject in 
school is computers. “I would love 
to learn computers,” he says, “but 
our teacher makes us sit and be 
quiet for the whole class, and tells 
us not to bother her. I have not yet 
even seen a computer in that 
class.” Michael was more fortunate 
to be the victim of neglect than 
abuse.
